Instead, he em-

braced the idea and welcomed the acts 

of greater participation in worship by 

parishioners.ó  Please keep Father Ken 

and Shelley in your prayers. 

I have been remiss in formally recogniz-

ing the dedicated service of the Profile 

Committee.  The effort and care they put 

into the development of both the survey 

and the Profile Document were excep-

tional.  I know the Search Committee has 

found the Profile to be a helpful guide.

ñBehold, I stand at the door and knock.  If anyone hears 

my voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and 

eat with him, and he with me.ò  Revelation 3:20 

One of the many treasures of St. Paulôs Cathedral in Lon-

don is William Holman Hunt's painting, The Light of the 

World, that absolutely dominates the north transept.  You 

have probably seen a copy of this haunting depiction of the 

resurrected Christ standing at a sturdy door with his right 

hand ready to knock.  In his left hand the Lord holds a lan-

tern which illuminates the door.  It appears that the door 

has never been opened ï the hinges are rusty, thick vines 

grow on the door, and plants have grown up in front of the 

door.  A detail to note is that there is no latch or knob on 

the outside of the door ï implying that the door can only 

be opened from the inside.  The implication is that only 

the person inside can open the door and invite Jesus to 

come in.  Hunt understood the immeasurable reward and, 

yes, the barriers to conversion and genuine faith in Christ.  

He knew our hearts are strongly defended against what we 

perceive to be the intrusion of the resurrected Christ into 

our lives.  And, yet, the risen Lord stands at the door of 

our hearts, knocks, and calls us by name. 

With Pentecost Sunday we enter the long Pentecost season 

when we shift our focus to the empowering, advocating, 

and sustaining work of the Holy Spirit in our lives and 

within the corporate life of the one holy catholic and apos-

tolic Church.  One of the primary manifestations of the 

Holy Spirit is the mysterious way the Holy Spirit brings 

the most unlikely of us to faith and trust in Christ. It is 

nothing other than the work of Godôs own Spirit that frees 

us up to respond to the knock of Christ upon the door of 

our often stubborn and self-satisfied hearts!  We do not 

naturally open ourselves up to the risky and challenging 

work of the Holy Spirit in our lives.  It takes opening the 

door and letting the renewing breath of Godôs Holy Spirit 

into the interior - into the closed off rooms and locked 

closets - of our lives. 

We have an active role in how the Holy Spirit works in our 

lives.  We need to open the door to our hearts and invite 

the Holy Spirit to re-shape and transform our lives increas-

ingly into the pattern that we see in the life of our Lord.  

And we need to take encouragement at the signs of the 

Holy Spirit working in our lives and the lives of our parish 

family.  Let me share with you an example of how I have 

recently been encouraged by the visible work of the Holy 

Spirit at St. Markôs. 

As you know, this past Advent I asked you to donate cash 

to My Brotherôs Coat, My Sisterôs Pocket.  You gave gen-

erously - so on your behalf I gave a substantial cash gift to 

one of our parishioners who has real financial challenges 

in her life.  In Lent I received a letter from the recipient 

expressing how deeply she was moved by the help and 

care of the parish.  But the letter went on to say: ñI spent a 

few months thinking about how best to put this special gift 

to use.  I could have used it for some repairs to my aging 

home.  But the devastation in Haiti from the earthquake 

beckoned me to reciprocate the generosity of St. Markôs, 

so I donated the money to The Episcopal Relief and De-

velopment Fund.  I will always be grateful for your 

thoughtfulness in selecting me.  You trusted me to use the 

money from My Brotherôs Coat, My Sisterôs Pocket to fill 

a need.  My home repairs can wait.  The people of Haiti 

cannot, and thanks to all of you, a little more help is on the 

way.ò 

May the season of Pentecost be a season in which we lis-

ten carefully to our Lordôs voice.  May we individually, 

and as a parish, unlock our doors and become radically 

open to how and where the Lord of Life seeks to lead and 

direct us.
